The Vicar
writes...

Special treatment was reserved for juniors at the Secondary School | attended.
Two dormitories (‘dorms’) were next door to one another, with thirty-four boys in
each. The ‘big boys’ next door would haul us in one by one when they felt like it.
You then had to push a coin along the floor with your nose — around a large group
of lockers (cupboards) in the centre of the room. Your behind was thus an easy
target for whips. These were made by rolling up the very threadbare towels that
we were supplied with into what was called a ‘ram’s tail’ and used to flay your
upturned sit-upon. Thick lines would be left where contact had been made.

Does it sound like “Tom Brown’s School Days’? Well actually it was in Nairobi; they
say the British are more British overseas than they are at home. To describe this
‘treatment’ as an injustice would be a massive understatement. It felt desperately
unfair and humiliating, not to mention painful! | seethed with resentment. The best
one could do was to make no sound, so as to deprive one’s attackers the pleasure
of hearing you cry.

However | found a sort of comfort in what might be an unexpected source — the
Bible. | came across a verse where God is quoted as saying ‘Vengeance is mine;
| will repay’. | was very pleased to see that somehow, one day, justice would win
the day. It was not for me to try to bring it about, but God would see to it.

| was reminded of this by a recent leading article in ‘The Times’ (April 7™) where
the writer was striking a note of warning to Nigerian Christians not to take revenge
against Boko Haram. After being on the receiving end of so much injustice over
many years, Christians there could easily want to repay in like manner. But such a
response leads only too easily and too often to counter-revenge. Instead, a
different way is called for — by their Lord and ours. Jesus said ‘Love your
enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you, pray for
those who mistreat you.’ (Luke 6:27-28)

To quote from the article: ‘Jesus Christ gave himself in what his followers believe
was the ultimate act of compassion. This Easter, if the Christians of Borno choose
to emulate their teachers’ gentleness and hold themselves above the monstrous
logic of Boko Haram, they will not only win international support. They will put
themselves in the right. There are times when mercy is the greatest victory of all’.

How the world needs to hear this today! What would have happened after 9/11 if
the Americans had said ‘Enough is enough. If we take action, yet more people will
die. We choose to show the world a different way. We will do what our banknotes
say, that we trust in God. Instead of hitting back, we will extend our overseas aid
to the poorest people on earth..’ We can only dream of what might have
followed....



Change can only come one person at a time, with a change of heart. It comes
from following the One who tells us to love and to forgive. We do not forgive
people because they deserve it. We forgive because we are told to — by the One
who forgives us who do not deserve to be forgiven. May we do the same.

God was good to me at Nairobi School. As time went by, one of the ‘ruffians’ in
the dorm next door became school captain of swimming. | swam for the school
and we became good friends. Together we were part of a small team that won
every match in the house water-polo competition — great fun! So the unpleasant
memories of the first year became covered over in victory.

The Bible says that God will never fail us as we put their trust in Him. Let us all be
encouraged afresh to put our hand in his, and be merciful as he is.

Shaun Lambert will tackle the subject:

Does 'MINDFULNESS' have anything
to offer the Christian?

Shaun Lambert is a Baptist minister, counsellor, psychotherapist and
author. He is currently researching a PhD in Mindfulness from
Biblical, Historical and Psychological Perspectives.

Shaun begins a recent article on mindfulness with a hypothetical but
probably true-to-life letter from a depressed Christian who is worried
about trying a mindfulness based therapy because someone has told
her she shouldn’t go there because mindfulness has Buddhist roots.

He replied:

‘All the main faiths discovered the gravity of awareness and
attention very early on and developed different forms of mindful or
meditative practice.... Because mindfulness is our universal
capacity for attention and awareness, Christians, Buddhists and
secular psychologists can engage with mindfulness in different ways
and with different intentions.’

Any of you who are interested in Edward Burne-Jones should pay a visit as there
are nine windows based on his designs.

You enter the church through a sturdy wooden door into a spacious interior. In fact
this is, effectively, the third building on this site. The first probably required
alteration and the second caught fire in 1791. A dramatic picture of the fire can be
seen in the Tunbridge Wells art gallery and museum. The windows are
magnificent, particularly the one behind the altar which includes the striking use of
pink glass. The chancel has a fine wooden gate which | closed behind me as a
lively puppy in training was having his first look at the interior of the church. There
is an unusual carved oak reredos which is worth a look. Many of the memorials to
the local great and the good have been placed in the space under the church
tower.

My parting tip is as follows: Wonder around the church in the morning, pop across

My dear Nephew Darren

| have to say that the couple who complained that you never noticed they had
been missing from church for a month had a point. There is a simple way of
noticing when someone is absent: everyone sits in the same pew. Every Sunday.
Always.

Little Miss Margison sits in the pew after the third pillar on the right here at St.
James the Least. As she walks up the aisle, you can sense her counting the pillars
until she reaches the right one, which then allows her to sit in front of it. | have
speculated that if | ever had that pillar removed, then the following Sunday, she
would have a complete mental collapse.

One Sunday a visiting family arrived early and sat down; three people in an empty
church seating 200. Colonel Wainwright and his wife were the first of our regulars
to arrive and froze in horror. The Colonel said in a deafening whisper to his wife:
“There’s someone sitting in our pew.”

At least they had the grace — no matter how reluctant — for one week, to sit
somewhere else. Unlike the Prentice family of husband, wife and three children,
who arrived to discover that a visiting family of husband, wife and four children
were sitting in their pew; six people in a pew that held eight. Or, it normally holds
eight. That Sunday, it held thirteen.

We at least have one iconoclast in Miss Pemberton, who makes a point of sitting
in a different place every week. This thoroughly unsettles the rest of the
congregation, who fear she may sit in their seats during her nomadic wanderings.
| sometimes wonder if she has a chart at home with all the pew spaces marked on
it and she strikes one off each week as she returns home after Mattins.

Occasionally the unexpected can happen. Mrs Cholmondeley arrived one week in
good time, settled herself in her accustomed place, but half-way through the
Service suddenly ran out of the building. Ten minutes later, she was back and in
her usual place once again. It was only when the church filled with the smell of
burned bacon that we understood.

That is why replacing pews with chairs in your church was a mistake. Pews can
never be moved. You know where everybody is — or should be!

In May this year we travel through the last two weeks when Jesus walked the
earth, meeting his disciples and friends with his greeting “Peace be with you” and
continuing to teach them telling them to go out into the world to spread his Good
News, before blessing them and being “taken up into heaven” as Luke tells us.
For us, here is a modern prayer for Ascensiontide:-

“Dear Lord, at this happy and holy season, help us to see that the real

footprints of your ascension are to be found, not upon a mountain-top

near Jerusalem, but in the marks and tokens of the witness of your

disciples here and now, living and serving in the presence of their ascended Lord.”
Journeying on towards Trinity Sunday, the last day of May, we contemplate once
again the mystery of God, Three in One and One in Three. But all are Love, and
we sing with joy and praise in the last verse of another hymn:-

“Holy, Holy, Holy!

Lord God Almighty!

All thy works shall praise thy name’
in earth and sky and sea,

Holy, Holy, Holy!

Merciful and mighty!

God in three Persons,

blessed Trinity.”

On the way we come to Pentecost, when the disciples being all together the Holy
Spirit came “like wind and fire” to each one of them. This was the Counsellor, the
Spirit of Truth, that Jesus had promised would come to them, to bring them
guidance, to be a new strength for them.

A member of the congregation kindly passes me copies of The Church Times.
What might be a dubious blessing has me fascinated, delighting in the quality of
the writing and the discovery that it isn’t strictly ‘party line’.

From a recent issue: ‘Discipleship is the new C-of-E-speak. To those who use
such language it is second nature; they have no idea of how odd it sounds to
those Anglicans for whom ‘Discipleship’ conjures up images of Galilean fishermen
with tea towels on their heads’. Or this: ‘When did the peace become a chaotic,
free-for-all intermission, and what can be done to apply some sanity to this part of
the service of worship?’

A favourite columnist is Angela Tilby: ‘In church life, relations between men and
women are less flirty than they once were, but it's observable that women who
dress in high heels, low-cut tops, and short skirts (preferably leather) are often the
conservative Evangelicals’. A thoughtful point from Simon Parke: “TV companies
do not trust the audience to handle a reflective pause in proceedings, and they
panic. But Wolf Hall doesn’t panic. It removes both haste and distraction, and in
the half-light, says: “Look here.”

A week ago, | managed to astound myself. I've always considered myself to be
the opposite of ‘green fingered’. Give me a plant and I'll generally kKill it, even
when I’'m assured it is impossible to kill!

I was putting some fresh compost around my Hosta, which was just showing signs
of waking up after the Winter, when | accidentally knocked off one of its tiny
shoots. Oh me, oh my, what had | done? | rocked back on my heels feeling
dreadful. Not expecting anything to happen, | stuck it in a tiny pot of damp
compost and hoped for the best.

| plucked up the courage to check on it yesterday, and it had not only opened up,
but had sprouted a new leaf. It had no root system to speak of, at least nothing
that could be seen by the naked eye, yet it was thriving. | was filled with a total
sense of astonishment.

My baby Hosta is a good example of us as humans, trying to live without God’s
nurturing love. The little shoot would have had no hope of survival had it not been
able to access a food source. Those of us who don’t acknowledge that God loves
us, are trying to live to our full potential without our souls being nourished. For a
while we live, bur are we actually growing as people?
